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"Inclusive education means that all students attent and are welcomed by their

neighbourhood schools in age-appropriate, regular classes and are supported to learn,
contribute and participate in all aspects of the life of the school” "Inclusive education means
welcoming all children, without discrimination into regular or ordinary schools; It referes to the
process of educating all children in their neighbourhood school, regardless of the nature of their
disabilities, students participating in a inclusion programme follow the same schedule as their

classmets and participate in age appropriate academic classes."
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
