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In the special programmes which alone have been developed so far in our country, the handicapped
children are isolated from the normal ones and placed in special institutions. In the educationally
advanced countries, however a great deal of stress is now being laid one the integration of
handicapped children into the regular school programmes. This several advantages of which two are
important.

1) Reduction of costs, 2) Promoting mutual understanding between handicapped and non-handicapped
children. This has also its disadvantages for instance, many handicapped children find it
psychologically disturbing to be placed in an ordinary school. (Report of Education commission
